e Jr/'YR (Junior/Young Rider), AA (Adult Amateur), Open — Classes will be held concurrently with Open classes, but will be pinned
as separate divisions. You must state the division in which you will compete on the entry form. If not specified, Open will be assumed.
As per the secretary’s discretion, class divisions may be combined if entries are low.

AWARDS
