GENERAL	REQUIREMENTS	FOR	ALL	CNYD&CTA	AWARDS	
	

• The	award	year	runs	from	October	1	of	the	prior	year	through	September	30	of	the	current	year.	
• For	official	year-end	results	or	award	standings,	no	corrections	will	be	accepted	after	5:00	pm	EST	on	

October	1st	of	the	award	year.		
• Riders	must	be	a	member	in	good	standing	at	the	time	the	scores	are	earned.		
• Horse	and	rider	combinations	must	be	the	same	(except	for	Masters’	and	Achievement	Awards).		

o If	your	horse	passes	away	during	the	middle	of	the	award	year,	an	exception	will	be	made	to	
allow	a	rider	to	submit	scores	from	multiple	horses.	Vet	note	required	with	award	submission.	

• Awards	are	based	on	the	average	of	scores	and	are	given	to	Jr/YRs,	Adult	Amateurs,	and	Open	at	each	
level	for	Recognized	and	schooling	shows.		

• The	Year-End	Award	Reporting	Form	and	Rider	Achievement	Award	Reporting	Form	must	be	
submitted	by	October	1st	of	the	current	year	to	the	Awards	Coordinator.	For	Dressage	awards,	riders	
must	submit	a	copy	of	the	front	of	the	Dressage	test	or	a	printout	of	your	score	verification	from	
USDFScores.com	(Recognized	shows	only).	Eventers	must	submit	copies	of	your	Dressage	tests	with	
proof	of	score	of	the	CT	or	HT	portions	of	the	competitions.	(Photo	of	the	scoreboard	or	a	screen	shot	
from	the	results	on	the	website	will	suffice.)	If	score	verifications	are	not	included,	awards	applications	
will	not	be	accepted.	

• To	be	considered	for	any	Year-End	Awards,	riders	must	complete	10	volunteer	hours	within	the	
aforementioned	year	and	submit	the	Volunteer	Hours	Reporting	Form	along	with	their	Awards

o At	least	half	(5	hours)	of	your	volunteer	hours	must	be	completed	at	a	CNYD&CTA	event.

• What	is	a	CNYD&CTA	*Sponsored	Event*?	A	CNYD&CTA	*Sponsored	Event*	is	a	schooling	show	that	
may	be	hosted	by	a	private	facility	(not	hosted	by	CNYD&CTA),	where	the	scores	earned	at	the	Sponsored	
Event	are	eligible	to	be	counted	toward	CNYD&CTA	Schooling	Show	Year	End	Awards.
